As of February 3 our church has delivered over 7600 pounds of supplies to Missionary Flights 
International in Ft. Pierce.  These items are being quickly flown to Haiti and distributed.  And 
we continue to take more supplies to MFI on a regular basis.

As the situation in Haiti evolves, the priority of needed supplies continues to change.  Here is 
an updated list of needed supplies.

Urgently Needed…...

• First Aid Supplies — bandages, tape, 
gauze pads, antibiotic ointment, rolled 
gauze, etc.

• Tents (Any Size-highest quality possible)

• Tarps (All Sizes)

• Flip-Flops

• Blankets

DO NOT SEND…

• Water/drinks
• Canned goods
• Clothes
• Purses, accessories

Also Needed….

• Snack-type food — granola bars, cereal

• Peanut butter

• Towels and washcloths

• Personal hygiene products — soap, 
shampoo, toothpaste, toothbrushes

• Flashlights/batteries
